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	the date location topics and number of attendees for each event: This grant has been used to support our ongoing Woodsmoke Reduction Program. Specifically, funds have been used to update program materials, create additional outreach materials, making the process more seamless, adding new retailers to the program, and making website improvements to reach more low income applicants.
	undefined: Woodsmoke has been identified as a major pollutant in Calaveras County and older woodstoves used to heat homes are a significant source of woodsmoke. New EPA-certified woodstove particulate emissions are capped at 4.5 grams/hr while older woodstoves can emit as much as 15-30 grams/hr according to the EPA.
	undefined_2: Application materials were updated and simplified to facilitate use by applicants, fillable pdfs were uploaded onto the website, an additional retailer was added providing more choices for applicants, website information was updated and clarified, additional outreach materials were provided, information about the program was disseminated via radio spots.
	undefined_3: Grant balance at the beginning of the period was $12,152.90. Interest of $339.41 accrued through 6/30/2025 for a total of $12,492.31. Administrative costs of $1,509.00 were recognized and project funds of $10,983.31 were spent on outreach efforts.
	reimbursement is being requested: Updating application materials - 22 hrs, fillable pdfs created and uploaded - 4 hrs, retailer onboarding - 12 hrs, website updates - 6 hrs., additional outreach materials provided - 16 hrs, radio spot communications - 4 hrs. For a total of 64 hours at approximately $174/hr totals $11,136.00 in project costs.
