GUIAS DEL PROGRAMA DE SUBVENCIONES DEL AIRE EN LA

COMUNIDAD

En agosto de 2017, la Legislatura aprobé y el Gobernador promulgé la Ley de la Asamblea 617 (C.
Garcia, Capitulo 136, Estatutos de 2017) (AB 617). Laley AB 617 busca asegurar que todos se
beneficien de los esfuerzos climaticos y esfuerzos sobre la calidad del aire de nuestro estado,
especialmente aquellos que viven en las areas de California mas afectadas por la contaminacién del aire.
Como resultado de la ley, el Consejo de Recursos del Aire de California (CARB) estableci6 la Oficina de
Proteccidon del Aire en Comunidades (OCAP) la cual, en conjunto con comunidades y los distritos locales
de control de calidad del aire, esta liderando los esfuerzos para mejorar la manera de enfrentar la
contaminacion del aire a nivel local, en las comunidades més afectadas del estado. La ley incluye una
provisién para subvenciones a organizaciones comunitarias para asistencia técnica y para apoyar su
participacion en este proceso. La Legislatura asigno, para el afio fiscal 2017-2018, $5 millones para
estas subvenciones provenientes del Fondo de Reduccion de Gases de Efecto Invernadero (GGRF), que
es una porcion de los ingresos del Estado provenientes de las subastas del Programa de Limite e
Intercambio de Bonos de Emision (Cap-and-Trade). El CARB es responsable de administrar estas
subvenciones.

Para cumplir con el propdésito de la Legislatura, y como un paso inicial para desarrollar el potencial de las
comunidades de California para participar en la implementacion de la ley AB 617, el CARB ha creado el
Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad. El Programa de Subvenciones del aire en la
Comunidad tiene como objetivo brindar apoyo a las organizaciones comunitarias para que participen en
el proceso de la ley AB 617 y para que desarrollen su potencial para convertirse en socios activos del
gobierno para identificar, evaluar y, por ultimo, reducir la contaminacién del aire y la exposicion a
emisiones dafiinas en sus comunidades. Estas relaciones podrian expresarse como se muestra en la
Figura 1.
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Figura 1. Proteccion del aire en las comunidades y alianza con la comunidad. El Programa de Subvenciones del Aire
en la Comunidad busca apoyar a las comunidades y fomentar fuertes relaciones de colaboracion entre las
comunidades, los distritos locales, CARB y los partes interesados.

PROPOSITO

El propésito del Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad es proporcionar a las
organizaciones comunitarias de California asistencia logistica y técnica para apoyar sus esfuerzos a
mejorar la calidad del aire local, en conformidad con los objetivos de la ley AB 617.

ELEGIBILIDAD

¢ Una organizaciéon comunitaria, de California, que tiene una exencion de impuestos bajo la
Seccion 501 (c) (3) del Cédigo de Rentas Internas.

¢ Una organizacion de California, que tiene una exencion de impuestos bajo la Seccién 501 (c) (3)
del Cddigo de Rentas Internas como beneficiario, en alianza con una organizacién comunitaria
de California sin estatus bajo la Seccién 501 (c) (3) y designado como sub beneficiario.

e Una tribu indigena de California. A los efectos de esta subvencion, esto incluye las tribus
reconocidas federalmente y otras indigenas de California, de conformidad con la orden ejecutiva
del gobernador, B-10-11.

e Una organizacion de fe, que califica para una exencién de impuestos bajo la Seccion 501 (c)(3)
del Cddigo de Rentas Internas, en la medida de la ley.

OBJETIVO DEL PROGRAMA

Los proyectos del Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad promoveran los propdsitos de la
ley AB 617 en las comunidades de California. Bajo el Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la
Comunidad, este objetivo se lograra mediante los proyectos que respalden la participacion de
organizaciones comunitarias en la implementacién de la ley AB 617, incluyendo, pero no limitado a, el
desarrollo de métodos para adquirir informacién nueva o mejor sobre la calidad del aire e impactos
relacionados con la salud, asi como medidas para reducir la contaminacion del aire en comunidades mas
afectadas.

CONCEPTOS DEL PROGRAMA

La Tabla 1 muestra como los proyectos pueden cumplir con el objetivo del programa. La Tabla ilustra las
categorias generales de proyectos conceptuales (informativo, participativo y técnico) que ofrece el
Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad, y enumera proyectos de ejemplo, especificos, y
las cantidades maximas de financiamiento asociados con esos tipos de proyectos.

Todas las categorias conceptuales enumeradas a continuacién cumplen con el objetivo del programa,
gue es promover los propésitos de la ley AB 617. Por ejemplo, al crear conciencia sobre la
contaminacion del aire en una comunidad y aumentar el conocimiento de la comunidad, un beneficiario,
puede aumentar la participacion durante el proceso de implementacion de la ley AB 617, estableciendo
el conocimiento basico y necesario para informar a las campafias de monitoreo comunitario y / o
programas para la reduccion de emisiones en la comunidad?.



Recopilacion de datos basados en salud, a través de encuestas, estudios e insumos de residentes en
diversas comunidades en todo el estado, también se promover los propositos de AB 617, al informar los
criterios utilizados para identificar y priorizar comunidades para campafias de monitoreo comunitario o
programas para la reduccién de emisiones en la comunidad!. Trabajar y colaborar con diversos
interesados, (por ejemplo: maestros de escuela, representantes de los distritos escolares, gobierno local,
empresas pequefias, instituciones académicas, investigadores, profesionales de la salud y grupos
comunitarios) también ayuda a aumentar las alianzas criticas y necesarias para enfrentar,
colectivamente, los peligros de salud que provienen de la contaminacion del aire, en las comunidades
mas afectadas. Los proyectos también pueden derivarse de varias categorias: por ejemplo, como
resultado de los esfuerzos de participacion, se puede proponer un estudio de campo para inspeccionar
su vecindario en busca de fuentes de emisiones dafiinas previamente no identificadas. A continuacion,
se puede contratar a un experto técnico para ayudar a evaluar o planificar el siguiente paso o fase del
proyecto, y para complementar su trabajo de participacion comunitaria. Estos ejemplos se derivan de las
categorias conceptuales Informativas y Participativas, y cumplen con el objetivo del programa.

CAPACIDAD Y RESULTADOS

El CARB reconoce la gran variedad de organizaciones comunitarias, y el espectro de capacidades de
€s0s grupos para participar en la implementacion de la ley AB 617. Por lo tanto, el Programa de
Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad esta disefiado para ser lo mas flexible posible, con la intencion
de desarrollar el potencial de participacion de los grupos comunitarios, mientras que al mismo tiempo
proporciona asistencia tangible.

Como lo demuestran los ejemplos en la Tabla 1, los proyectos pueden incluir, pero no estan limitados a:
asesoramiento para organizar reuniones que difundan conocimiento ; viajes y otros costos asociados con
la reuniones; contratacion de expertos técnicos, consultores y capacitadores; esfuerzos de planificacion
comunitaria (incluyendo la promocion con respecto a abogar por la asignacion de fondos de incentivos
de laley AB 617); proyectos de investigacion participativa basados en la comunidad que se alinean con
los propositos de la ley AB 617; apoyo de monitoreo del aire en la comunidad, y capacitacion.

CARB tiene la intencién de financiar tantos proyectos comunitarios elegibles como sea posible mediante
el Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad. CARB anticipa una mezcla diversa de
proyectos, de muchas comunidades, con representacion regional de todo el estado. Se anticipa que el
portafolio de proyectos seleccionados incluira tipos urbanos, suburbanos y rurales con énfasis en
comunidades en desventaja o desfavorecidas y de bajos ingresos, de conformidad con las secciones
39711 y 39713 del CAdigo de Salud y Seguridad de California (agregado y modificado por la Ley del
Senado 535y la Ley de la Asamblea 1550). La ubicacién del proyecto se evaluara en el criterio de
‘antecedentes y descripcion del proyecto’. Los proyectos que se ubican y benefician a las comunidades
en desventaja o de bajos ingresos tendran una puntuacion mas alta.

No se requieren fondos compensatorios o ‘apoyo en especie’ para el Programa de Subvenciones del Aire
en la Comunidad, pero se recomienda cuando sea necesario, y se evaluaran segun el criterio de
“colaboracion y aprovechamiento" como parte de la seleccién de proyectos. Todos los fondos / recursos
aprovechados y sus origenes deben ser identificados en la solicitud y el presupuesto, y no seran
considerados para solicitar la cantidad maxima de financiamiento a través del Programa de
Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad. Los fondos y recursos aprovechados pueden tomar varias
formas y deben anotarse en la solicitud. También se insta la creacion de alianzas y la coordinaciéon. Las
subvenciones se deben usar para complementar el desarrollo de alianzas de una organizacion y la
coordinacién entre grupos para la implementacién de un proyecto. Se pueden enviar cartas de apoyo o
compromiso. Las solicitudes que demuestren la creacién de alianzas, coordinacion, aprovechamiento,
‘apoyo en especie’ y/u otras formas de colaboracién, tendran una puntuacién mas alta.

CANTIDADES DE FINANCIAMIENTO

Se asignaron $ 5 millones para el Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad durante el afio
fiscal 2017 - 2018. La solicitud debe estar conforme al rango de inversion en la Tabla 1, dependiendo de
la categoria de conceptos de la que se deriva su proyecto. Si su proyecto se deriva de varias categorias,
se considerara para el mayor rango de inversién. La cantidad maxima de financiamiento que se puede
solicitar para el Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad es de $500,000. Los proyectos



gue abarcan varios afios estan permitidos, pero se financiaran desde este afio fiscal: 2017-2018. Los
proyectos multianuales deben ser descritos en su solicitud. Todos los fondos deben ser liquidados
(gastados) antes del 30 de marzo de 2021; por lo tanto, el tiempo maximo de un proyecto es de tres
afios. Los costos por afio, y los totales, se deben presentar en su presupuesto para justificar su solicitud.
Consulte la seccion ‘Informes y Presupuesto’ a continuacion para obtener mas detalles.

Aungue los costos administrativos pueden estar cubiertos hasta un maximo del 20 por ciento dentro del
Programa de Subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad, el CARB anticipa un rango probable de 10-15 por
ciento para la mayoria de los proyectos. Consulte el Anexo C: Borrador del Contrato, para obtener mas
informacion sobre los costos administrativos.

PRESENTACION

EL PROCESO DE EVALUACION Y PUNTAIJE

Las solicitudes seran evaluadas segun los siguientes criterios: 1) antecedentes y descripcién del
proyecto; 2) colaboracién y aprovechamiento; 3) alineamiento programatico y técnico; 4) integracién de
los conceptos; 5) presupuesto e informe; 6) evaluacién del desempefio; y 7) cronograma del proyecto. La
escala y la tabla de puntuacién (de 100 puntos) estan incluidas aqui como parte del paquete de las
subvenciones del Aire en la Comunidad. Los solicitantes seran evaluados y calificados segun la tabla y
escala. Por favor, refiérase a la tabla de evaluacién y la escala mientras que prepare su solicitacion.

Las solicitudes seran evaluadas y calificadas por un panel de revision intergubernamental compuesto por
el personal y representantes de varias agencias publicas. Después de la evaluacion de los proyectos,
usando la tabla de evaluacion y la escala, el panel de revision los evaluara y calificara. Utilizando esta
lista de proyectos priorizados, y en base a las evaluaciones del panel, el CARB determinara quiénes
recibiran la subvencion.

Los premiados con una Subvencién del Aire en la Comunidad seran notificados una vez que hayan sido
elegidos y una lista final de los premiados sera anunciada publicamente. El CARB anticipa anunciar la
entrega de las subvenciones en el verano de 2018. Los Contratos de las Subvenciones del Aire en la
Comunidad (Anexo C: Borrador del Contrato tiene que ser firmado por el beneficiario y ejecutado por el
CARB antes del desembolso de cualquier fondo.

PERIODO DE LAS SUBVENCIONES Y FINANCIAMIENTO

El periodo de las subvenciones empieza cuando el CARB ejecuta el acuerdo de la subvencién. Por
favor, refiérase al Anexo C: Borrador del Contrato Todos los fondos tienen que ser liquidados (gastados)
antes del 30 de marzo de 2021. Se requerira un Contrato de Subvencién ejecutado antes de que los
beneficiarios reciban cualquier financiamiento, y el beneficiario tiene que enviar una solicitud de
desembolso de la subvencién al CARB. Los beneficiarios recibiran una solicitud de desembolso de la
subvencidn después que se ejecute el contrato de subvencion.

INFORMES Y PRESPUESTO

Después que concluya la ejecucién de la subvencion, el beneficiario tendra que entregar informes
anuales al CARB, empezando el 1 de diciembre de 2018, y continuar haciéndolo anualmente (cada 1 de
diciembre) hasta que culmine el periodo de la subvencidn, o hasta todos los fondos hayan sido
liquidados. Puede enviar los informes electrénicamente a la, Srta. Rachel Pallatin, a
rachel.pallatin@arb.ca.gov o a la persona designada al programa, y debe incluir al menos:

¢ El ndmero del informe, titulo, el nombre de beneficiario, la fecha de presentacion, y el nimero de
la subvencion.



¢ Uninforme de los gastos asociados con las tareas especificas del proyecto. Los ejemplos
incluyen, pero no estan limitados a: el asesoramiento en reuniones y viaje; la contratacion de
expertos técnicos o consultantes; u otros esfuerzos comunitarios de la ley AB 617.

¢ Uninforme de cdmo se esta utilizando la subvencion para cumplir con los objetivos de la ley AB
617.

¢ Uninforme de cdmo el Proyecto cumple con los criterios para proporcionar beneficios directos,
significativos y asegurados para abordar las necesidades comunitarias conforme a la guia del
CARSB si los beneficios son para las comunidades en desventaja, comunidades de bajos ingresos
o familias de bajos ingresos.

e Unresumen del trabajo completado y en progreso desde el Ultimo informe de progreso.

e Datos de los fondos de la subvencidn restantes y gastados.

¢ Unresumen de los gastos que muestra todos los fondos de la Subvencién para el Monitoreo del
Aire en la Comunidad para los cuales se solicito el reembolso desde el Gltimo informe.

e Cualquier desafio o barrera que surgid durante la implementacion del proyecto.

El CARB, a su discrecion exclusiva, puede solicitar informacion adicional y/o establecer un esquema de
informe nuevo en cualquier momento, para cualquier proyecto adjudicado. El beneficiario debe
conservar los archivos del Proyecto durante al menos 3 afios después de finalizacion del proyecto.

Mientras que prepara su presupuesto, por favor, sigua las siguientes pautas.

e Prepare el presupuesto que respalde las actividades propuestas en su solicitud.

e Searealista, meticuloso, y preciso. Incluya el manejo y envio, impuestos, configuracion,
instalacion, contratos de servicio(s), garantias, contratos, licencias, costos del equipo, etc.

e Use dolares enteros.

e Conserve la documentacidn sobre como el presupuesto fue calculado.

e Sobre resultados (lo que quiere lograr con este financiamiento), determine la cantidad exacta o
maxima de articulos que esta proponiendo afectar o implementar (por ejemplo: organizar tres
reuniones comunitarias; contactar a 300 hogares dentro de la comunidad; contratar a un analista
de datos; realizar una visita en autobus con 50 personas), y el presupuesto para esa cantidad.

1. Community Air Grants: This Grant Award provides funding for community-based

organizations for technical assistance and to support community participation in the
implementation of AB 617. Proposed projects shall further the purposes of AB 617 by
leading toward the identification of, evaluation of, and reducing communities’ exposure to,
air toxics and criteria air pollutants from mobile, stationary, and area sources in California
communities, and shall comply with California Health and Safety Code 44391.2. Project
components may include, but are not limited to: hiring consultants and technical experts,
purchasing hardware to support community led air monitoring projects, and travel and other
associated meeting costs.

2. Reporting:

A. Annual Reports: After full grant execution, Grantee must submit annual reports

to CARB beginning on December 1, 2018, and continue annually (every
December 1) through the end of the grant term, or until all funds have been
liquidated. Reports may be submitted electronically to CARB Community Air
Grant Liaison, Ms. Rachel Pallatin, at rachel.pallatin@arb.ca.gov or program
designee, and at a minimum, must include:

“Returned funds” or “Recaptured
funds” are funds provided under this Grant Award that are expended by the
Grantee but subsequently returned to the Grantee either voluntarily or through
enforcement action.

C. Eligible Costs: Administrative (Indirect) and Direct costs will be reimbursable

Administrative costs may account for not more than twenty (20) percent of
the awarded Air Grant Funds. Consistent with best practices for project
administration, administrative costs are defined as: Indirect costs that are
not tied directly or solely to the project, such as: distributed
administration, non-project related contracts or subscriptions, rent,
phones, printing, or mailing services not associated with staff working on
the project, or any other costs that are not directly and fully incurred to
support the grant.
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ii. Direct costs will be fully reimbursable with Air Grant funds. Direct costs
are defined as costs directly tied to the implementation of the contract.
Direct costs will vary depending on Project Type. Direct costs may
include, but are not limited to: personnel, supplies, or travel expenses
directly tied to the implementation of the grant. These also include project
implementation costs and technology costs, outlined below:

Assignment: This Grant Agreement is not assignable by the Grantee, either in
whole or in part, without the consent of CARB.

Audit: Grantee agrees that CARB, the Department of General Services, Department
of Finance, the Bureau of State Audits, or their designated representative shall have
the right to review and to copy any records and supporting documentation pertaining
to the performance of this Grant and all State funds received. Grantee agrees to
maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of three (3) years after the
term of this Grant is completed, unless a longer period of records retention is
stipulated. Grantee agrees to allow the auditor(s) access to such records during
normal business hours and to allow interviews of any employees who might
reasonably have information related to such records. Further, Grantee agrees to
include similar right of the State to audit records and interview staff in any Grant
related to performance of this Agreement.

Availability of funds: CARB’s obligations under this Grant Agreement are
contingent upon the availability of funds.

Disputes: The Grantee shall continue with the responsibilities under this Grant
Agreement during any dispute. Grantee staff or management may work in good
faith with CARB staff or management to resolve any disagreements or conflicts
arising from implementation of this Grant Agreement. However, any
disagreements that cannot be resolved at the management level within 30 days of
when the issue is first raised with CARB staff shall be subject to resolution by the
CARB Executive Officer, or his designated representative. Nothing contained in
this paragraph is intended to limit any of the rights or remedies that the parties
may have under law.

. Environmental Justice: In the performance of this Grant Agreement, the Grantee
shall conduct its programs, policies, and activities that substantially affect human
health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of
all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations and low-
income populations of the State.

. Fiscal management systems and accounting standards: The Grantee agrees

The Grantee shall be
responsible for any and all disputes arising out of its contracts for work funded by this
Grant Agreement, including but not limited to payment disputes with contractors,
subcontractors, and providers of services. The State will not mediate disputes
between the Grantee and any other entity concerning responsibility for performance
of work.

. Indemnification: The Grantee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the
State and the Board and its officers, employees, agents, representatives, and
successors-in-interest against any and all liability, loss, and expense, including
reasonable attorneys' fees, from any and all claims for injury or damages arising out
of the performance by the Grantee, and out of the operation of equipment that is
purchased with funds from this Grant Award.

Independent contractor: The Grantee, and its agents and employees, if any, in the
performance of this Grant Agreement, shall act in an independent capacity and not
as officers, employees or agents of CARB.

Nondiscrimination: During the performance of this Grant Agreement, the Grantee
and its contractors shall not unlawfully discriminate against, harass, or allow
harassment against any employee or applicant for employment because of sex, race,
religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical disability (including HIV and
AIDS), mental disability, sexual orientation, medical condition, marital status, age
(over 40) or allow denial of family-care leave, medical-care leave, or pregnancy-
disability leave. The Grantee and its contractors shall ensure that the evaluation and
treatment of their employees and applicants for employment are free of such
discrimination and harassment.
