I believe in improving air quality in California, and the construction industry.  Eventually replacing older equipment with newer, cleaner equipment and technologies will help that effort.  However, asking Companies to do so every 5 – 7 years can literally put them out of business.  Make a better plan that has some common sense.  A company should not be stigmatized into getting rid of equipment that can be useful for 5 – 12 or so years.  We already have the DMV smog control, etc that should focus on making sure the equipment is kept in good repair.  

CARB's staff-recommended timeline for replacing older equipment is unrealistic. It will drive many contractors out of business entirely, or even possibly out of state.
There needs to be a more common sense approach to our situation.  The construction industry strongly supports the extension of the Carl Moyer Funding Program and the tax legislation that would lessen the financial impact for contractors which replace older equipment with newer, cleaner equipment.  
Please consider the impact on this industry and seriously consider re-examining what the criteria should actually address.
