BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: The listed engine models are conditionally certified in accordance with 13CCR Section 
1968.2(k), (deficiency and fines provision for certification of malfunction and diagnostic system), because the on-board 
diagnostics system of the listed engine models has been determined to have SEVEN deficiencies. The listed engine 
models are approved subject to the manufacturer paying a fine of $100 per engine for the fourth through seventh 

deficiencies. In the listed engine family that is produced and delivered for sale in California. On a quarterly basis, the 
manufacturer shall submit to the Air Resources Board reports of the number of engines produced and delivered for sale 
in California and pay the full fine owed for that quarter pursuant to this conditional certification. Payment shall be made 
payable to the State Treasurer for deposit in the Air Resources Board's Air Pollution Control Fund no later than thirty 
(30) days after the end of each calendar quarter during the 2011 model-year production period. Failure to pay the 
quarterly fine, in full, in time provided, may be cause for the Executive Officer to rescind this conditional certification, 
effective from the start of the quarter in question, in which case all engines covered under this conditional certification 
for that quarter and future quarters would be deemed uncertified and subject to a civil penalty up to $5000 per engine 
pursuant to HSC Section 43154. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: For the listed vehicle models the manufacturer has submitted the materials to demonstrate 
certification compliance with 13 CCR 1965 (emission control labels), 13 CCR 1968.2 (on-board diagnostic, full or partial compliance) 
13 CCR 1976(b)(1)(B)-(C) or 13 CCR 1976(b)(1)(F) {evaporative emission standards), 13 CCR 2035 et seq. (emission control warranty), 
and 13 CCR 2235 [fill pipes and openings of motor vehicle fuel tanks].
