IT IS ORDERED AND RESOLVED: That Isuzu Motors Limited exhaust emission
control systems for 1973-model year light-duty motor vehicles are approved
for the engine family described below:

Engine Family G180 with "Air Injection"
Engine Size - 110.8 cubic inches
vehicle Models: Isuzu - LUV and KB30

Section 39152, Part I, Division 26 of the California Health and Safety Code
requires that a decal be affixed to the side window which discloses the high-
est emissions from the certification fleet for that engine family for which
approval has been granted by the Board.

The following are reccmmended values to be listed on the decal:

Hydrocarbons Carbon Monoxide Nitrogen Oxides
Ergine Family gms/mi gms /mi mi
G180 2.1 27 2.8

These values are in effect until January 30, 1973. After this date, the
exhaust emissions for each vehicle determined by factory assembly-line tests
in accordance with the "pgsenbly-Line Test Procedure for 1973 and Subseguent
Model Light-Duty Vehicles" must be shown on a decal.

gection 3 of the above procedure requires the manufacturer to submit, before

"the start of a model-year, 8 1ist of the items to be functionally checked and

the procedure, ineluding instrumentation, for performing these checks.

In accordance with section III E. of the california Exhaust Emission Standards
and Test Procedures for 1973 through 1976 Models Gesoline-Powered Tight-Duty
Motor Vehicles, the manufacturer is reguired to inform the ARB of any production
changes which will affect emissions.

Supplemental jnformation sheets are attached to this order which include tune-
up specifications and emission control system data.

The Department of Motor Vehicles, the California Highway Patrol, and the Bureau
of Automotive Repair of the Department of Consumer Affairs will be notified of
this approval by copy of this order and attachment.
