" BEIT FURTHER RESOLVED: That because the listed motorcycles are certified to 0.2 grams per test or more
below the applicable evaporative emission standard, the vehicles are exempt from complying with the Air
Resources Board's "Specifications for Fill Pipes and Openings of Motor Vehicle Fuel Tanks" pursuant to
Executive Order G-70-16-E.
