Production vehicles shall be in
all material respects the same as those for which certification is granted. The manufacturer shall ensure that
character “C” or “3” is not used in the eighth (8t ) position of the vehicle identification number (VIN) of
all vehicles in the engine family listed below. Violation of this VIN provision may result in incorrect

registration of the vehicles.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That because the listed motorcycles are certified to 0.2 grams per test or more
below the applicable evaporative standard, the vehicles are exempt from complying with the Air Resources
Board's "Specifications for Fill Pipes and Openings of Motor Vehicle Fuel Tanks" pursuant to Executive Order

G-70-16-E.

Vehicles certified under this Executive Order must conform to all applicable California emission regulations.

This Executive Order is only granted to the engine family and model-year listed above. Vehicles in this family that
are produced for any other model-year are not covered by this Executive Order.
