IT IS ORDERED AND RESOLVED: That the engine and emission control systems produced by the manufacturer
are certified as described below for four-stroke gasoline-powered motorcycles.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That for certification to the HC+NOx standard, or designated standard as applicable,
listed above, the listed vehicle models are granted an early-compliance credit multiplier as indicated above
pursuant to Titie 13, California Code of Regulations, Section 1858(q).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the Executive Officer has been provided all materials required to demonstrate

certification compliance with the Board's emission control system warranty regulations (Title 13, California Code
of Regulations, Sections 2035 et seq.).

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That because the listed motorcycles are certified to 0.2 grams per test or more
below the applicable evaporative standard, the vehicles are exempt from cornplying with the Air Resources
Board's "Specifications for Fill Pipes and Openings of Motor Vehicle Fuel Tanks" pursuant to Executive Order

G-70-16-E.
Vehicles certified under this Executive Order must conform to all applicable California emission regulations.

This Executive Order is only granted to the engine family and model-year listed above. Vehicles in this family that
are produced for any other model-year are not covered by this Executive Order.
