BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That the listed vehicle models sold on or after 
September 1, 1979 also comply with the Board's emission control system 
warranty regulations (Title 13, California Administrative Code, Sections 
2036 et seq. ). 

Vehicles certified under this Executive Order must conform to all 
applicable California emission regulations.
