and pursuant to the authority vested in the undersigned by Health and Safety Code Sections 39515 and 39516 and 
Executive Order G-02-003; 

IT IS OR!:?ERED AND RESOLYED: The engine an~ emis~ion control systems produced by the manufacturer are certified 
as descnbed below for use m on-road motor vehicles w1th a manufacturer's GVWR over 14,000 pounds. Production 
engines shall be in all material respects the same as those for which certification is granted.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: Certification to the FEL(s) listed above, as applicable, is subject to the following terms, 
limitations and conditions. The FEL(s) is the emission level declared by the manufacturer and serves in lieu of an 
emission standard for certification purposes in any averaging, banking, or trading (ABT) programs. It will be used for 
determining compliance of any engine in this fam1ly and compliance with such ABT programs. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: That this Executive Order is conditional uron completion of manufacturer's compliance with 
the averaging, banking and trading provisions of 40 CFR Part 86. Tha based on the manufacturer's statement of credit 
balance and projected production, the model year for purposes of production under this Executive Order expires on 
February 29, 2012. This Executive Order only covers engines produced on or before February 29, 2012. Furthermore, 
the manufacturer may not introduce into commerce any engine under this Executive Order unless the manufacturer has 
sufficient credits to cover the introduction into commerce of the engine. Failure to comply with these provisions shall be 
cause for the Executive Officer to rescind this certification, in whicn case all engines covered under this certification 
would be deemed uncertified and subject to civil penalties pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 43154. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: Except in vehicle applications exempted per 13 CCR 1956.8(a)(6)(B), engines in this 
engine family certified under 13 CCR 1956.8(a)(6)(C) [30 g/hr NOx] and section 35.8.4 ofthe incorporated "California 
Exhaust Emissions Standards and Test Procedures for 2004 and Subsequent Model Heavy-Duty Diesel Engines and 
Vehicles" adofted Dec. 12, 2002, as last amended Sep. 27, 2010, shall be provided with an approved "Certified Clean 
Idle" label tha shall be affixed to the vehicle into which the engine is installed. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED: For the listed engine models the manufacturer has submitted the materials to demonstrate 
certification compliance with 13 CCR 1965 (emission control labels), 13 CCR 1971 (engine manufacturer diagnostic 
system) and 13 CCR 2035 et seq. (emission control warranty). 
Engines certified under this Executive Order must conform to all applicable California emission regulations. 
The Bureau of Automotive Repair will be notified by copy of this Executive Order.
